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ABSTRACT

The word “ABSTRACT” should be centered and written in bold capital letters. The abstract must be a paragraph long only, and should not exceed 250 words. The text must be single-spaced, 12 pt, and left and right justified. Please provide two spaces between the abstract and the following heading. All fonts of the paper must be Times New Roman.
1. Headings (e.g. Introduction)
Headings (e.g. Introduction, Procedure, Numerical Methods, Results, Discussion, etc.) should be in 12 pt, bold and title case. Please number headings (1., 2., 3., etc). Provide one space between heading and text and double spaces between text and following heading.
1.1 Sub-headings

Please indent sub-headings and number as 1.1, 1.2, 1.3, etc. Please provide one space between sub-heading and text, and two spaces between the text and the following heading.
2. Main Text Body

All following text should be single-spaced, 12 pt, with double-spacing between paragraphs. The text must be left and right justified. Provide one space between headings and text and two spaces between the text and following headings. Please set the margins to 1 inch all around, for left and right and top and bottom for US Letter page format (8½ inches x 11 inches). The maximum paper length is 4 pages for contributed talks and poster presentations, and 6 pages for invited talks.
3. Tables

Tables should appear after two blank lines from the text and a caption should be given at the top of each table. When referring to the word ‘Table’ in the text, please abbreviate to ‘Tab’.

4. Figures

A maximum of four figures, to appear where called in the text (not at the end of the paper). Figures must not extend into the margin space (see Fig. 4.1) and all lettering and numbers within the figures must be readable after a 25% reduction (reduction to a 75% size).

Figure 1. The caption should be provided below each figure.

When referring to the word ‘Figure’ in the text, please abbreviate to ‘Fig’. The caption should be provided below each Figure. Please provide one space at the top and bottom between figures and the text.

5. Equations

When referring to the word equation in the text, abbreviate to ‘Eqn’. All equations should be numbered consecutively throughout the typescript, i.e. 1, 2, 3 etc. and numbers should be put in parentheses (1) in the text. Equations should be centered. Please provide one space between equations and text.
